Shirosato Town was established on February 1,
2005 with an area of 161.73 kilometers and a
population of 20,479 (as of March, 2014) by the
merger among Johoku Town, Katsura Village and
Nanakai Village. Located in the east north of
Ibaraki Prefecture and closed to the Mito City. The
forests occupy 61 percent of the Shirosato Town.
There spreads the flat land along the Naka River
which floats in the east area of the town, and the
middle-west area is the mountain areas of the Mt
Yamizo range (200 meters above sea level.)
